Bringing healthcare access to rural
India

RHI Magnesita is honored to support the
Venkatapuram Rural Development Trust (VRD
Trust), a voluntary organization dedicated to
improving healthcare, education, and social
well-being in rural communities. VRD Trust
runs several impactful initiatives, including
providing primary medical services.

The VRD Trust Hospital, is located near our
Vizag plant. This hospital provides
comprehensive medical facilities to residents
of nearby villages, offering essential services
such as medical consultations, laboratory
tests, and free medicines. Since 2018, RHI
Magnesita has supported VRD Trust Hospital
annually.

Recycling PET bottles into
wages in Brazil

Project Sustainable Bonds is an innovative
circular economy initiative combining
environmental sustainability with social
impact. The project involves the
establishment and operation of a small
carpentry and broom factory that recycles
14,000 PET bottles each month with the
finished product sold in multiple retail
outlets to fund the wages of the project
participants. Through this initiative, more
than 40 families from Campo Seco, a
remote community in Brumado, now have
a source of income, which in turn has
increased their quality of life and created
a focal point for the community.

The eco-friendly brooms are sold in over
60 regional supermarkets, creating
meaningful economic benefits for the
community while contributing to
environmental preservation.
